COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course will focus on Washington State Mathematics Algebra Benchmarks. The student will understand and apply the concepts and procedures of mathematics. The student will use mathematics to define and solve problems. The student will use mathematical reasoning and will communicate knowledge and understanding in both everyday and mathematical language. The student will understand how mathematical ideas connect within mathematics, to other subject areas, and in real-life applications.  Remember that this is a high school class and may require much more work than students have had in past math classes.  The first few sections should be mostly review, but after that the content starts to become much harder.  Be prepared to work hard both in-class and outside of class and never hesitate to ask questions!  After completing this class, students will be proficient in the following content:
