GRADING POLICY

1. Assignments,  Warm-ups, Participation & Organization (40%):  

Assignments will usually be graded on the basis of completion, the use of a pencil, and for showing work.  Late work is not accepted!  Absent work must be submitted within 2 days of excused absence! Daily warm-up journals will be graded on a regular basis. Notes & assignments will be collected, graded, and checked to ensure all notes, assignments, and quizzes are present and organized.
