WARM-UP GROUND RULES:
1. As soon as you enter math class begin working on the day’s warm-up. This is something you should be proactive about. Don’t leave it up to your teacher to remind you to get started.  Warm-ups will usually take between 5-10 minutes.
2. Use all available resources in the classroom. 

· Math Handbook (bookcase). 
· Discuss concepts with your table group and/or classmates around you. We learn about things when we get to talk about them.  Keep discussion focused on math and not on other topics.
· Take your learning into your own hands. Ask your teacher specific questions about the problem. 
· Cross reference, use other math books in the classroom. 
3. You are graded on warm-ups for your daily participation and sometimes accuracy. 
4. Calculators should rarely be used on warm-ups and never used on Mt. Math.

5. After you have finished the warm-up problem have a red pen out ready for correcting. 
6. When you are absent from school you are still responsible for the missed warm-up problem(s). You will need to get the problem from a friend upon your return.
I have reviewed the expectations for Warm-ups & Mt. Math and understand my success is determined by the decisions I make.
